Old Business: 
· Signage for the park-there has been an issue with users bypassing the park entrance and using local resident’s driveways to turn around.  More signage is needed to alleviate this issue and the committee is working on the enlargement of the existing sign at the entrance opposite Shedd Road. This is an ongoing project and there will be updates soon.
· Park Use Form-Marsha revisited this with the committee as there have been more inquiries into park use and the current users have not completed a use form and there is an imminent need as current users may be “abusing” their current schedule use by asking for more.  The committee feels that this is taking advantage of the use of the park by multiple users and should benefit the town in some way via fees.  
· Fundraising-Water bottles are in and look great.  A duty list has been created to support the sale of these waterbottles at Old Home Day.  Posters have been created and posted around town to promote the sales.  Proceeds will cover the cost of having the head stone engraved at the park to commemorate its development. 
New Business:
· Fundraising-The current water bottle fundraising will be held and operated by Marsha, Nicole and Julia at Old Home Day.  We are also revisiting the paver/brick sale for the garden beyond the playground equipment.  There are some pavers and bricks left which will be sold off at Old Home Day. 
· Future fundraising is being planned and there is the intent to have our wine aficionado Julia, create a Wine pairing night locally for residents and use as a fundraising event. 

· Dedication Event-This is planned for the fall to dedicate the newest soccer field.  Intentions are to invite the Timken representatives, Matt Carl, Bob Bauman and Liz Hoffman.

Other:
· Trash at park-there has been extensive time spent picking up garbage at the park although signage has stated that it is a carry in/carry out system.  The committee agreed by a motion from Julia H and seconded by Jamielynn that at least four garbage cans should be placed at the park during the spring, summer and fall months.  Two near pavilion and one at each dugout.  
·  Field Expansion-the Kearsarge Valley Cal Ripken League (baseball) has voted that towns must adjust their baseball fields to have a 70 foot base path adjustment from the original 60 foot as it is now.  This is recommended to be done this fall for use in the spring.  This entails the enlargement of the infield and adjustment of distance to the mound.  This is for Majors team play (5/6th grade players).  Field will still maintain the 60 foot base paths for Minor team use (3/4th grade players).   This was motioned by Marsha and seconded by Julia H.
