Acceptance of Minutes from Meeting on 27 October 2015
Old Business: 

· Concession – Discussion introduced by Marsha to address the concerns about offerings from the concession without violating State requirements for limitations on serving hot foods 4x per month.  Marsha shared the days of the week that the teams play as follows keeping in mind that all teams play at 6:00 p.m. but may be either scheduled home or away.  Games on the weekend are too conflicting as games play 8:30 for T-ball (at Grantham Village School location); Rookie Teams play at 10:30 a.m. at the Recreation Park; Major teams play at 1:00 p.m. and Minors play at 3:00 p.m.  These times flank the noontime slot and so weekend games may be tricky to find profitable.  Weekday games per division are: Majors play Monday/Wednesday; Minors play Tuesdays; Rookies play on Thursdays.  Softball team schedule is sporadic and cannot be determined at this time until the schedule is released by league. 
The question was posed by Jennifer Beaulieu about where the food supply is coming from.  Marsha responded to say that some donations would be parent supplied while core items would be provided from a base budget provided by the Rec Revolving fund to start.  These items would be offered all the time and would not be relied on to be cooked but simple snacking type foods.  A list will be compiled by committee members based on what is sold well in the past at the soccer and basketball concessions.  The committee discussed staffing needs to be at least one committee member with 2 parents to support.  There would be a check in by committee member at start, then a check in at close of concession.  This would be for till and inventory verification.  The 4 days allowed by the state for hot foods will be determined once the baseball and softball schedules are provided by the leagues.  An initial sign up would be sent to ALL parents and follow up would be one week prior to committed date by parents.  

**** The committee proposed the purchase of a microwave to help support microwavable popcorn or to reheat items if necessary.  Proposed by Jennifer Beaulieu and seconded by Marsha Googins.  
· dedication of soccer field –Timken?  Rock engraving   Marsha will be calling Stone Mason in Newport over April break to secure the engraving of the dedication stone at the park.  It is hopeful to have a dedication ceremony at Old Home Days celebration in July.   Invites will be extended to Timken representatives and Matt Carl. 
· Quote from Steve Hastings? for bathroom  (1)   Marsha will contact Steve Hastings to see about getting a quote for restroom.  The committee hopes to have a bathroom accessible during events but supplemented by a port a potty to alleviate the need for unnecessary monitoring by committee staff if it was left available to the public at all times.  This was discouraged by the committee due to the risks of vandalism. 
New Business:
· Dugouts-Marsha confirmed from Warren that the Lumber Barn in Newport would consider donating the necessary supplies to get dugouts built for the softball fields.  Parents of players may be willing to construct but will need plans (pad dimensions by Jay Fountain) done and estimates taken. 
· Fence guards-Marsha will be ordering for new season. 
· On Deck Area-Marsha is calling Springfield fencing to see about adding in an L shaped space for an On Deck area behind the backstop.  There is high risk of spectators, players and others getting hit from players warming up before taking the plate. 
· Pavers-Marsha is also reconnecting with the folks that engrave the pavers (they have been in Florida all winter)
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
