Old Business:  

· Stone and Plaque-will continue to contact and plan for fall dedication
· Facility Use Form –First user has applied and been using the softball fields as planned.  Concerns about hours used posted by Jamielynn. Questions about whether the fee is enough.  The committee is staying with seasonal fee of $250.00 for 8-12 week period. Dates are specified and restricted to what is stated on Tulip Insurance required of users. 

· Pavilion Status-Nicole has estimates for windows the committee agree on will work. They would be single hung side by side (double) windows for each slot.  Estimate is for approximately $210 per unit.  Committee also agrees that shelving is appropriate on each side of the window (interior and exterior) to help with distribution of concession items.  The shelving would encompass the width of the windows and extend 12 inches out.  A waist high countertop will be added to the back wall measuring at approximately 7 feet across and 2-3 feet deep to allow for crock pot items on the counter space and to allow the installation of a refrigerator.  A new refrisgerator would price at approximately $480.00.  Jennifer B recommended that we wait to establish need for refrigerator and will see about a donation or sponsorship of an 18 cubic foot refrigerator/freezer unit.  No recommendations were put to a vote at this time until details are fully understood and finalized by the committee.   Discussions were also brought forth for seeking a commercial sponsorship from Pepsi or Coca-Cola. 
· Fence guard will be ordered and installed-Marsha is working on this.  

New Business:

· Blueberry shed/mower storage-Jamielynn reported that the quote for the building came in under $10,000 per the select board meeting.   
· Blueberry Maintenance-Jamielynn said that Farmer’s Table and Rum Brook will stay at the same price of $2.75/pint and would like 20 pts every 2 days.  She has volunteers in place to help pick.  Jennifer, Nicole and Marsha offered to help and oversee the booth at the park to help sell berries.    Jamielynn also reported that there were 120 pints of berries picked and sold to Farmer’s Table and Rum Brook.  This did not include pick your own at the park. 
· Next Years Old Home Day –sales ideas.  Jamielynn mentioned that the Blue Mountain Snow Dusters had a fry-o-lator and a grill that they will let out for use.  The committee may encompass this as part of the concession and sell food to fundraise.  Spoke of hotdogs, crockpot items, snack type foods and more.  

· Concessions for Fall-again discussion centered around the need for parent volunteers and using “Sign-Up Genius” to have people donate items and their time.  This system sends reminders to those who agree to provide food or time.  Hotdogs, crock pot items, hot chocolate and coffee would be a bit hit. 

Additional Business: 
· Jamielynn mentioned that Glen had found empties at the park and that the Porta-potty was full on Tuesday June 30th.  There was no known scheduled use at the field at any time prior.  

· Will request that the PD consider a run there on the weekend each day and not just drive by but pull in and walk around.
