COVID-19 Fall Soccer Modification

Thank you to the Grantham Community for making fall soccer a reality this season. While always appreciative of our volunteer coaches, parent helpers and game officials, Grantham Recreation is especially appreciative this year due to these extraordinary circumstances. Due to the ongoing impact of COVID-19 there will be additional requirements asked of coaches, parents, and athletes to assure the health and safety of all involved. Many needs of this season have been anticipated, but we will continue to approach each practice and game with flexibility while respecting the climate of the community, the region, and the state in regard to positive cases.
Grantham Soccer players, families, coaches, and refs are asked to follow CDC guidelines for social distancing during practices and games. The following information includes the protocols that will be in place during the 2020 season.
Screening
· Parents will sign in their child(ren) before each practice and game. Clipboards will be arranged alphabetically (when necessary for larger groups) on the fence by the 1st base dugout. Use the hand sanitizer provided before and after signing in. 
· Coaches will take player temperatures with a no-contact thermometer before he/she may step on the field. If the thermometer reads a temp above 100.4 that player must leave the facility.
· If a player tests positive, he/she must be asymptomatic for 14 days or provide a negative test before returning to play
· If a player travels out of New England, he/she may not return to play for 14 days or provide a negative test
Play
The following rules will be implemented during practice and games:

· Players will use hand sanitizer prior to stepping on the field. Each player should have hand sanitizer in his/her bag.
· Players will only touch balls with their feet. A throw in will be a free kick from the sidelines. No heading will be allowed. Coaches will be responsible for putting balls in bags at the end of practice.
· Players will physically distance on the field and bench area when possible
· Drills and individual skills will be completed 6 feet apart whenever possible.
· Scrimmages are allowed for a portion of practice time.
· Bags and equipment around the bench area will be stored 6 feet apart.
· Water will NOT be provided at practices or games. Each player must bring his/her own.
· Limit physical contact between players and coaches whenever possible. Coaches will wear masks when physical distancing is not possible
· Masks/face coverings are mandatory for all during the screening/check in process. Once players are on the field and actively involved in practice and/or games, masks will be work at the discretion of the player/player’s family. 

Parent/Guardian/Spectator Protocols

· Face coverings must be worn while signing in child(ren) at clipboards and if walking around the field. Face coverings may be removed while sitting and distanced by at least 6 feet from other spectators.
· Spectators will stay in the “spectator section” (across from bench area) during games.
