Acceptance of Minutes from Meeting on 29 Sept 2016

Old Business: 

· Dedication of soccer field –Timken?  Rock engraving –M. Googins/Matt Carl; Matt was unable to attend the meeting but he shared an email with Marsha saying that he had contacted a company in White River Junction who make and install brass plaques.  He said they are hard to reach but he will continue to work with them over the winter or seek an alternative resource.  

· Marsha suggested that the plaque installation could become a 250th event to dedicate the soccer fields and recognize Timken.

· Quote from Steve Hastings? for bathroom –Tabled until Spring; Marsha will follow up with Steve in the spring to get an anticipated quote for at least one bathroom installation. 
· Dugouts-Jay Fountain has plans/will work on this winter-Marsha will continue this later in the winter.  Knowing of a contractor willing to volunteer his time and will recruit parent volunteers to assist him in building the dugouts.  It is anticipated that the Lumber Barn in Lempster will help support with supplies. 
New Business:
· Pavers/Bricks –who will install in the spring (3) Marsha recommended that the committee consider finding someone willing to install the three Pavers/bricks for the stone garden next to the playground.  She also proposed the idea of reopening the idea of offering the pavers/bricks as a fundraiser again with the ideals of being part of the 250th and may help with sales.  Will revisit the PR part in early spring. 

· Courtesy signs-These were received from Paint-n-Place and will be attached to the fences and buildings at the park. These signs will promote consideration of “Healthy Lungs at Play”; in the hopes that there will be a reduction of smoking at the park.  

· Purchase of new set of larger goals to hold tournaments for league next year-concession money maker.  – Marsha proposed the idea of holding a MVSL tournament at the park in the Spring in an effort to generate funds through the concession stand.  Typically a tournament for the soccer league is held over a 4 hour period and promotes the need to service 6-8 teams that will need food and drink.   The committee agreed that it could be a good chance to generate funds for the restrooms or other needs.   
Additional Business:  
· Jenn Beaulieu brought information to the committee about the concession with suggestions taken from the concession at the Lebanon High School Football field.  It is run exclusively by parents which negates the need to adhere to the 4 day monthly restriction for hot foods.  Any parent of a Junior Varsity or Varsity football player is REQUIRED to sign up for at least 2 games a season to help man the concession.  The only requirement of the parental group is to have “start up” funds at the beginning of the season.  All concession items are donated by parents, scheduled and manned by parents.  With the idea that each of the soccer teams of Grantham has at least 4 home games per season it would be a need of at least 16-20 games for soccer and likewise at least 20-24 or more for baseball per season.  This will be further investigated in late winter in preparation for the baseball season needs.s
