· Stone and Plaque-will continue to contact and plan for fall dedication
· Facility Use Form –A new proposal will be presented to the select board at next meeting –Recommendation is for a Security Deposit of $100.00 required and a definition placed on “seasonal use” for applicants.  Seasonal use will be defined as a period of 8-10 weeks for $250.00.  Additional fields will be charged accordingly based on seasonal use or single use.

· Pavilion Status-Jennifer Beaulieu attended the meeting to address her concerns about the pavilion use and status on development.  She wants a timeline to know what it would take to get the concession area useable and a bathroom installed.  She suggested the idea of reducing the cost of the Blueberry/Mower shed by consideration of a lean to off the south side of the pavilion for storage of the zero-turn mower.  It would provide secure storage and cost effective to building a larger building on the blueberry side as the blueberry building does not appear to need replacement.  Parents want to be able to help raise money for the park by opening the concession stand.  Tournaments and games will generate revenue for certain items for the park. Visiting teams are inquiring.   Marsha will look into getting a quote for this suggestion.  Nicole M is getting pricing on windows and countertop (just to have specs).

· Fence guard will be ordered and installed 

New Business:

· Committee Member Status-Jennifer Beaulieu has agreed to become a new member to the Recreation Park Committee and will be sworn in to replace Jon Ames.

· Grant Investigations?  Over the summer, Nicole and Marsha will look into grant opportunities for the park development

· Jenn B is also recommending that a survey be conducted to get a feel for what parents would be willing to do or want to see at the park.  A signup sheet (Sign up Genius) could be utilized to get participation for the concession and needs.  Parents need to know that what they are contributing to will STAY the course for that need and not be directed to other desired projects.
