Acceptance of Minutes from Meeting on 30th March 2017
Old Business: 
· Matt Carl presented his information of sizing and prices for a brass plaque for the stone at the entrance to the soccer fields that will be installed to recognize Timken for their generous support.  A motion by Warren Kimball and seconded by Nicole Mason to accept the 12 x 8 inch plaque to be attached to stone; plaque will be created by Valley Imaging with a quote of $468.00; will be including a small metal plate to place on scoreboard recognizing Carl Melendy for his support to the park; ie scoreboard and batting cage project. 
Marsha shared the following: 
· 2 paver stones were installed in the paver garden by Marsha; a brick and a paver. This may be reoffered as a fundraiser by Mary Ann for 4th of July to raise money for additional playground (pre-teen interests) equipment. 
· Park signs were installed by Jeremy Bachelder and look great. 
· A new scoreboard was added to the pavilion wall and was built by Carl Melendy.  The recreation park can also boast a batting cage with a special thank you again to Carl for giving his knowledge to the project.
New Business:
· Mary Ann Sears is a new committee member (along with her husband) and shared her purpose for joining.  She wants to be more involved with the community and her daughter, a 4th grader, would like to see playground equipment for older kids.  Mary Ann spoke of her experiences in the Netherlands and feels that this dream of her daughters could be made a reality and would like to help fundraise.  

· Jennifer Beaulieu shared that there were concerns about who had pavilion keys.  Marsha responded that with the permission of Melissa White, Town Administrator, two additional keys were made and given to Jennifer Beaulieu and Jeremy Bachelder.  No other keys have been given out.   Warren said that the idea was shared to go to an electronic passkey system but the committee felt this was not financially necessary as long as it was known that only two others held keys besides Marsha and maintenance.  Future ideas were to have holders notify Marsha of use and she will follow up if there is any discrepancy of use. 
· Jennifer Beaulieu was concerned about the proper use of the concession and suggested posting informative reminders within the pavilion to keep users aware of protocol to close.  This is to reduce bacterial issues and to maintain a proper etiquette of use.  

· The interest of a sink was brought to the committee by Jennifer B and Warren explained where it could be located.   It would be located behind the stairs and follow the guidelines of 3 feet from electrical box.  A PVC pipe is already in place for water. 
· Marsha is working on meeting with Steve Hastings to get a bathroom quote to finish one bathroom to ADA specifications.  A plumbing quote will also be gained and will include the installation of a sink to be used for concession.  This would only be for cold water and for cleaning purposes.

· Marsha also shared the intent moving forward for parking to avoid issues with cars driving across the unused fields where it is potentially wet.  This will be done prior to any sports season.
· Jennifer Beaulieu showed the committee where the gaps were that the wasps were gaining access to the eaves and wondered about caulking certain areas.  Marsha has sprayed but they are not gone. Warren will look into this.

· Jennifer B also said that parents were asking about the bleachers.  Marsha will look at the budget and will come up with some replacement that will be weather resistant and possibly mobile.  At this time only one would be purchased as the 1st base area is too risky with foul balls for seating. 

· Warren reminded the members of a propane oven offered to be installed.  The committee looked at the southwest corner of the concession as a possibility. 

· There was additional discussion about the concession being available during Old Home Day as a fundraiser.  Marsha, Julia and possibly parents would be willing to help.  Marsha will follow up. 
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
