The Grantham Scarecrows will be back for the month of October! This year the scarecrow frames are getting an upgrade. Each frame is constructed from 2x3s and held together with decking screws. The new frames are sturdier and better equipped to withstand the unpredictable Autumn weather.
Grantham Recreation’s approach to the scarecrows is also getting an upgrade. In years past the scarecrows have been used as a fundraising opportunity. Moving forward, this will no longer be the case. The Grantham community anticipates the arrival of the scarecrows every year. Starting this year and in future years the scarecrows decorating Route 10 will solely be a fun community-based tradition to usher in Autumn and the start of the holiday season.
But Grantham Recreation still needs the help of businesses and individuals in town who are willing to sponsor a scarecrow. The 2020 scarecrows will cost $10 each. At the end of October, each scarecrow will be taken down, the clothing will be removed and returned, and the frame will be stored by Grantham Rec until next October.

The scarecrow frame will be delivered later this week (either Thursday 9/24 or Friday 9/25) and will be picked up as soon as it is dressed and ready for display.
