[bookmark: _GoBack]Chair Conrad Frey called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m., November 15, 2018 in the Jerry Whitney Memorial Conference Room located at 300 route 10 South.
Present: Zoning Chair Conrad Frey, Peter Guillette, Peter Gardiner, Tanya McIntire, Selectmen’s Representative Constance Jones and Clerk Martha Norris. Absent: Myron Cummings
Public: Eastman General Manager; Ken Ryder, Chuck Monahan and Patti Morneault.
Approval of Minutes
Chair Frey asked the board if there were any corrections or additions required of the minutes from September 27, 2018.  There being none motion was made by Chair Frey to accept the minutes as written. Peter Gardiner made motion and seconded by Peter Guillette. Unanimously Approved
New Business
Conceptual Request from: Ken Ryder “Proposed Elderly Cluster Housing in Eastman
Chuck Monahan stated that he was an Eastman resident to speak on behalf of Ken Ryder this evening about the proposed elderly housing in Grantham.
Monahan said that last year Eastman did a survey to assess the needs of aging residents of Eastman.  Monahan said they had a positive turnout of over 400 residents, 200 alone were couples.  He stated that 119 residents were interested in the idea. Monahan said that as residents are aging, they are looking more at one level living compared to two story houses and/or townhouses.
Patty Morneault stated that she was an Eastman resident and was involved with “Eastman Cares”.  Monahan said that Morneault was working on this along with administration and that’s the background. Monahan said they are looking at land in Eastman and part of their concerns would be having proper septic approval for this proposed maximum 12 units.  He continued that one of the sites they are looking at is the old stump dump of approximately 12 acres, located on Road Around the Lake just pass South Cove on the right and before they go talking to developers they wanted to find out if they would be in compliance with the towns zoning regulations for a variance. Monahan stated that they were thinking of residents age 55 plus and the lots would be probably a third acre in size.   Monahan didn’t feel there would be any problems after going over the stump site and himself being a landscape architect, experienced at reading maps and topography. Ken Ryder stated that this site has no trees and there are some wetlands that could be incorporated and the land was level. Ryder continued they did not want to sit down with a developer until they have a feel they should proceed. 
At this time Frey and board members spoke of articles from the zoning ordinance to explain how Ryder and Monahan could possibly go about their quest for a variance with regards to this proposed project to include planning board approval.
The Board referred to Article VI-Cluster Residential Development which states that the minimum site for a Cluster Residential Development is twenty acres in the RR-1 Districts.  Since Eastman was contemplating just twelve units on twelve acres, the Board suggested that Eastman might request a variance that would scale down the CRD to twelve acres and twelve units but would conform to all the other requirements in the Article.
Ryder, Monahan and Morneault thanked the board for their time.  
Adjournment
Chair Frey stated that there being no further business motion was made by Guillette and seconded by Gardiner to adjourn the meeting at 8:00p.m.
The next meeting of the Zoning Board will take place on December 20, 2018 at 7:00p.m. in the Jerry Whitney Memorial Conference Room of the Grantham Town Hall.
